Projected Attainment

The projected attainment is a prediction of what a pupil will achieve compared to national
expectation, based on their current attainment and if they maintain their current effort. If your
child is in year 7, unfortunately they will not have a projected attainment grade for drama as we
are currently unable to assess the practical element of the drama curriculum. This will be
available once COVID restrictions change.
